 Tomorrow at 7pm, the Recreation Board will host a public input meeting in 

the Guild Room to assess future facility and program needs for creating a 

long-range town recreation plan.

 Vice Mayor Susan Robertson, Tree Board Chairman Noah Long and Vice 

Chairman Barbara Womack attended the Annual Urban Forestry Conference 

last week.  The keynote speaker was Grant Jones, noted for creating context 

sensitive highways, which conform to geographical and natural features of 

the land using green infrastructure to mitigate storm water and enhance 

views.  An example of his work is the Lexington/Paris Pike in Kentucky.  

Other speakers addressed the need for “Complete Streets” to allow for other 

modes of transportation besides cars, and the importance of designing parks 

or other useable space to recycle storm water with trees instead of swales or 

retention ponds.
